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Dog Fouling in Pump Lane 

The parish council deplores dog fouling 
in any part of the parish and it has been 
brought to the council’s attention that 
the problem is particularly bad in Pump 
Lane. Would owners please clear up 
after their dog to ensure that 
pedestrians do not have to encounter 
unpleasant dog mess in the lane. If the 
problem persists then the council may 
consider calling in the dog warden who 
has powers to take enforcement action. 

 Pavements in Church Street/
Bathford Hill 

Following the Mobility Focus Group’s 
survey of the village, an order has been 
placed by BANES to extend the 
pavement at the Bathford Hill end of 
Church Street so that users of mobility 
scooters and those with pushchairs can 
access the Post Office and shop easily 
and safely.  Dropped kerbs will also be 
provided at the junction of Dovers Lane 
and Dovers Park. 

 Re-routing of aircraft inbound to 
Bristol Airport 

Following campaigning by the Parish 
Council and many other bodies and 
individuals the flight path directly over 
Bathford to Bristol International has 
been re-routed as from 31st August 
2006 (it now goes over Marshfield and 
Keynsham). A plan of the flight paths is 
displayed in the Post Office. The aircraft 
height has also been increased to 
4,000ft. We should now have quieter 
days and nights. 

Liaison with School Governors 
A member of the parish council has 
active responsibility for liaison with the 
school’s governing body. The parish 
council is pleased that the school roll 
has increased and an additional teacher 
has been employed bringing the total 
number of classes to 7.  Plans are being 

made to build two more permanent 
classrooms and a new hall will be built if 
funds are available.  The parish council 
congratulates the school on its excellent 
performance and the work being 
undertaken to improve facilities.
