Did you know?

The large house on Bathford Hill that we
now call ‘Whitehaven’ was originally
known as ‘Titan Barrow’ and was built in
1748 for a Mr Southwell Piggott by John
Wood, the elder?

The last private owner was the Right
Reverend Dr Wynne-Wilson, formerly
bishop of Bath and Wells.

Dr Wynne-Wilson gave the Folly Field to
the parish in 1945. For that reason the
Folly Field is sometimes still referred to
as the Wynne-Wilson field.

The cul-de-sac Titan Barrow at the start
of Ashley Road is so named because it is
on land formerly belonging to Titan
Barrow, which as you now, realise, is
known as Whitehaven.

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Dear Friends,

| don't know if you've been watching the
series ‘Blair: The Inside Story’, looking back
over the ten years of Tony Blar's
premiership. What a contrast between today
and that May morning back in 1997 as he
greeted thousands of (mostly young)
supporters on the South Bank to the strains of
‘Things can only get better’.

I’m sure al of us can relate to that contrast.
How many of us have not known in our own
lives the sense of disappointment after the
brightest of starts and best of intentions?

And it's not just us. The people whom God
chose and set apart to show the world what it
means to be human and what a just and
equitable society looks like, knew it too.
After 400 years of davery in Egypt the
Israelites were finally set free to live out their
calling as the people of God. The first thing
God did was to lead them into the desert ‘to
test them in order to know what was in their
heart’. Spectacularly, and repeatedly, they
failed the test. Bright hopes for a new dawn
were shown to be empty hopes of a false
dawn.

1400 years later, God did exactly the same
thing to Jesus. On the eve of his public work,
God led him into the desert to test him. And,
unlike Israel, unlike our politicians, unlike us,
Jesus passed the test.

Asyou read this, Lent is just beginning. Lent
is not atime to give up chocolate, again. It's
not a time to resolve to be a better person,
again. Lent is not atime for promises made to
ourselves or pledges made to God. We al
know where that leads. Lent is a time to take
a serious look at the claims of the one person
who offers us the prospect of a day when we
can be human as we long to be and when a
truly just and equitable society will at last be
aredlity.
