Confused about Plastic Bottles ? Over the
next 6 months, B&NES Council will run a
campaign to help reduce confusion over
plastic bottle recycling.

What kinds of plastic can we recycle ? Any
kind of plastic bottle including milk, bleach,
pop, sauce, washing-up & shampoo bottles.

What kind of plastic can’'t we recycle ? We
can only recycle plastic bottles so please
don’t put other types of plastic such as
yoghurt pots, margarine tubs, meat trays,
plastic bags in your recycling box.

Why only certain kinds of plastic ? We
currently only have stable markets for plastic
bottles.
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If we were to recycle other types of plastic, it
would be very expensive to collect and we
could not guarantee what would happen to it.
What happens to the plastic bottles you
collect ? Bottles are sent to reprocessors in
the UK and are made into items such as
recycling boxes, compost bins and drainage
pipes.

B&NES Council is looking for venues for
displays of information on plastic bottle
recycling.
