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Girls in the Lead!

More than fifty per cent of women in the UK
will have been involved in someway, at
sometime in their life with GirlGuiding UK,
maybe as a Brownie or Guide. GirlGuiding
UK is the largest all female voluntary
organisation in the UK, with over 100,000
adult volunteers and half a million girls aged
5 years upwards. The uniform and
programme move with the times, but the
traditions and the history remain a valued
part of being a Brownie.

In Bathford we have a thriving Brownie
pack, with 25 Brownies aged 7-10 years,
and a waiting list. Our Brownies are local
and many attend our local school. It is great
to see how girls of all ages develop
confidence through Brownies; work and
learn from each other; & make new friends
with girls attending other schools.

This year the Brownies have: raised over
£400 for UK charities; sponsored an Owl
Nesting Box; participated in the Guinness
Book of Records Giant Sleepover event;
visited the Mayor of Bath’s Parlour in the
Guildhall to understand more about the
traditions & heritage of our community;
learned about Crime Prevention from the
Police; tried jive and Iline dancing;
participated in the local Remembrance Day
service; grown sunflowers & tomato plants
on an allotment; and viewed the local area
from Warleigh Lodge Farm and the top of
the church tower!

There’s more: arts & crafts, baking, and
games Brownies do throughout the term, or
the interest badges the Brownies have
achieved (such as Crime Prevention, Artist,
Hostess, Cook, Out & About, Swimmer,
Rider, Culture Badge). The Brownie
Adventure programme develops each girl's
understanding & knowledge of herself, the
community and the world through a balance
of activities & challenges, fun & friendship.

In order to keep the Brownies in Bathford
we need adult helpers. We need one adult
helper for every 8 Brownies — and we can
often struggle to meet this ratio. All helpers
are CRB checked and must be aged
between 18 and 65 years. As a helper you
would not have to wear uniform, or even run
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a meeting (but you could if you wanted to).
You could help once a month, once a
fortnight, or each week. Whatever you
could manage would be fine. We meet on
Wednesday evenings for 90 minutes during
school term time only.

Our Brownie promise to you is that if you
support and help the Bathford Brownies to
survive, in return we promise you fun &
fulfilment from the few hours a week you'd
be giving to us.

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Letter from Tim Ling, Vicar at St Swithun’s Church

Dear Friends,

‘I had an amazing time on St. Swithun’s
Day this year - even though for the first
time the weather defeated us and we
couldn’t hold the village service on the
green!

First of all we celebrated St. Swithun’s
Day. We gave thanks for those who have
met together on the site of our St.
Swithun’s for many centuries to bear
witness to the love of God; and we also
celebrated the Golden Wedding
anniversary of a couple married in St.
Swithun’s on St. Swithun’s Day fifty years
before!

Then | went to the exhibition put on by
the Bathford Society in the Parish
Rooms. It was fascinating, showing the
changing face of the village over several
centuries: the development of the roads,
buildings and businesses and wonderful
photographs of Bathford residents past
and (looking younger) present!

After that | popped in to the British
Legion’s Poppy Appeal launch - a happy
event and an important part of the work
of the Legion in helping us remember
those who gave so much during two
World Wars.

It was a day for history! What struck me
most was just how dynamic history is.
Looking at the photographs and maps,
reading the articles, listening to the
stories, you could see vividly how the

present always arises out of the past;
how, if we are to appreciate today and
make the right choices for tomorrow, we
need to understand yesterday. In a way,
history is really all about the future!

That was certainly the case when Jesus
was around. His arrival on the scene had
been prepared for over 2000 years of
history. He saw himself as a part of that
history, arising out of it. Of the Scriptures
that recorded this history he said, ‘I have
not come to abolish them but to fulfil
them.

Yet he also saw this history as dynamic,
pointing forwards to the future. He said,
‘No one pours new wine into old
wineskins. If he does, the wine will burst
the skins, and both the wine and the
wineskins will be ruined. No, he pours
new wine into new wineskins.’ | have
come to do a new thing.

For Jesus history was all about the future.
It is our understanding of yesterday that
equips us to enjoy the new thing that God
has for us tomorrow.

This is why the Christian message, based
in history, is always contemporary. It is
our understanding of what God did for us
in the past, 2000 years ago at Calvary,
that equips us to enjoy the new things he
wants to do for us in the future. History is
all about the future because ‘Jesus Christ
is the same yesterday and today and for
ever.’

With a year’s trading now behind us, members
were delighted to hear from treasurer Jill Gigg
that the first year trading predictions had been
exceeded. Fundraising and grants had been
gratefully received and used for refurbishment
and some set aside as a contingency fund.

BEFA Co-operative members effectively own
the shop and share a responsibility and voice

in how it's run. Members were full of good
ideas to improve the shop service even
further, including asking how the shop could
be made more accessible to those working
long daytime hours. Some of the comments
are already being acted upon (see below).
Ideas were then discussed for giving BEFA
members more opportunity to participate and
get involved in some of the interesting
challenges that face the shop as it enters its
second year.

Guest speaker, Avon Co-operative
Development Agency’s Kate Whittle, closed
the meeting, posing the question, “ask not
what the co-op can do for you, but what you
can do for the co-op.”

Focus Groups Planned For the Autumn

Two main themes emerged from member
feedback. The first is the question of what we
stock. Members warned that we must not rest
on our laurels but ensure that we keep up with
what the village needs. As a result we have
decided that, in addition to the feedback book
in the shop, we will put a product focus group
in place in the Autumn which will look at the
product lines and stock and find out what
members of the community would buy.

A second related question was just how green
is our shop? With a local environmental charity
keen to work with us, members were in
support of a group to look specifically at the
shop’s environmental and social impact.

Both focus groups will meet monthly from
Monday 10th September in the shop at
8:00pm. Meetings will offer a good way to get
involved in some important issues regarding
the shop, without having to commit to being
part of the management committee. If you're
interested in both themes — don’t worry, we've
arranged to run the groups closely together as
both subjects are related.
