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Dear Friends, 

This month St. Swithun’s is going to India! 
On 20th October a group including 7 
members of the church family is going to 
Delhi to work on a project organised by the 
Asha Foundation. While they are there they 
will be helping to redecorate a six-room 
health clinic in one of the huge slums in the 
city. The leader of the team is Rosemary 
Harrott. Rosemary went on a similar project 
last year and found the whole experience so 
transformative that a year on she is taking a 
team back with her.  

The day after they return, I fly out to Delhi 
with another vicar from Bath for my second 
visit to India. From Delhi we shall head north 
to spend the best part of three weeks in two 
of the 12 states of north India. In both places 
we will be running a course to train church 
leaders how to teach the Bible to their 
congregations. The church in north India is 
growing dramatically but there is a 
desperate shortage of proper training for 
church leaders. Those who come on the 
courses tell us that they are convinced that it 
is only the life-transforming word of God 
which has the power to transform India. 
They make the greatest sacrifices, some of 
them travelling thousands of miles, 
sometimes at great personal risk to 
themselves and their families, in order to be 
better equipped to bring this transforming 
word to those among whom they live. It is 
profoundly humbling to witness their 
example and dedication.   

St. Swithun’s has partnerships with mission 
partners working in China, Pakistan, 
Rwanda, Tanzania and Algeria. And now 
our links with India are growing. Our mission 
partners are involved in training church 
leaders and church planters, writing Bible 
study materials in native languages, running 
churches, showing how the Christian 
message can bring reconciliation between 
the most divided communities and teaching 
English. They love and are committed to the 
people among whom they live and so earn 
the right to share with them the reality of 
God’s love for his world shown in his Son, 
Jesus Christ.  

As well as offering financial support, we

write to our partners, receive their letters and 
very much look forward to the visits they can 
occasionally pay us if they are in this country 
for a while. We gain so much from our 
partners as through them we become more 
aware of God’s great love for the whole 
world.

It is fantastic that so many are going back to 
Delhi with Rosemary. The experiences they 
will have, the people they will meet, the 
stories they will hear - all of this they will 
bring back with them, as Rosemary did, and I 
did, to share with us all and to excite us with 
a vision of all that God is doing in his world. 
Do remember those who will be travelling 
later on this month. And watch this space to 
hear how we all got on!
